· Shape and Space – investigate concept of turn – ½, ¼ , ¾ and full turns to left/right.

· Compass points – 4 main compass points marked around floor robot.  Start facing N, turn through ½ turn, where does floor robot end up?

· Estimation –How many different ways can floor robot move from A to B?

Activity Based Learning – Space theme – recyclable materials made into lunar landscape.  Roamer /BeeBot as alien/spaceship moving around landscape or planets to complete given tasks.

	· As whole class activity use printout from Pick A Picture file to introduce terms ‘database’, ‘search’, ‘record’, ‘heading’.

Eg. Activity Based Learning – Outdoor Scavenger Hunt 

· Extract information from paper database eg. Who has blue eyes? What is Hannah’s favourite food?

· Children generate questions they can answer 

· Cut sheets into strips and sort under headings eye colour etc.

· Pupils enter and store information in simple database on chosen topic created by teacher - use First Workshop
· Pupils retrieve named record - What does the database tell you about __? Or sets of records – Find all the pupils who have a birthday in May.

· Show information graphically
